OVERVIEW AND SETTING

* Founded in 1910 as the National Religious
Training School and Chautauqua, North
Carolina Central University (NCCU) became
the nation’s first state-supported historically
black liberal arts college.

Situated on 135 acres in Durham, North
Carolina, NCCU is located in the Research
Triangle, an independent region that serves
clients in government, industry, academia,
and public service throughout the United
States and abroad.

ACADEMICS
* NCCU is a comprehensive university offering
more than 100 bachelor’s degrees in various
disciplines, 40 master’'s degree programs, and
three professional degrees in law. The university
has a diverse student population of more than
8,000 students.
* NCCU is the first historically black institution in
the nation to have an athletic training education
program accredited by the Commission on Ac-
creditation of Allied Health Education Programs.
The Biomanufacturing Research Institute and
Technology Enterprise, known as BRITE, offers
bachelor's and master’s degrees in pharmaceu-
tical sciences. NCCU’s BRITE is an important
part of the statewide initiative to make North
Carolina a premier provider of skilled workers
for the biotechnology industry.
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STUDENT LIFE

NCCU offers numerous clubs and organizations.
Students have the opportunity to get involved in
the University Choir, the NCCU Sound Machine
Marching Band, the NCCU All-Star Quiz Bowl
team, and the Campus Echo, the student news-
paper.

The university’s athletics programs have
enjoyed regional and national recognition for
years. Fourteen men’s and women’s sports
teams participate in NCAA competition at the
Division | level.

FACILITIES

More than $150 million in construction is
underway resulting from the 2000 Capital Bond
Program that brought $121 million to NCCU.
Most of the buildings are new or targeted

for renovation.

NCCU has new residential facilities with
amenities that include wireless Internet access
and suite-style living. NCCU also has a newly
constructed $21 million addition to the Mary M.
Townes Science Building, which houses the
Biomanufacturing Research Institute and
Technology Enterprise (BRITE).
